As someone who often
experiences stage fear, the
thought of standing in front of a
classroom with eager young
minds added layers upon layers
of anxiety.

I vividly recall my first day of
independent teaching. | was
excited to introduce a new
concept in a ‘fun’ way, but was
also nervous about the
possibility of making mistakes,
or failing to engage students.
Despite these worries, | entered
the classroom with my head held
high. Of course, the class didn't
go exactly as planned but |
managed to accomplish
something and didn't fail
miserably!

As | reflect on my three months
of teaching practice, | realize
that | have successfully taught
some science to some, but not
every student. Looking back, |
see | am fearful of making
mistakes, stemming from the
notion that a teacher must not
make any! | have realized this is
far from the truth. Rather, |
would now say that teachers
should acknowledge and learn
from them instead. By pushing
myself beyond my comfort zone,
I can travel on the road to
shedding this fear of making
mistakes.

TALE OF 2

BOYS AND THEIR

Naram Garam Dosti is a children’s
picture book written by Neetu Yadav
and illustrated by Shefalce Jain,
published by Muskaan, Bhopal. The
story simply describes the life of a
yvoung boy - Kalla - as he goes about
his days.

Kalla had been finally promised a
new swecater for himself this year,
but . the costs Gl {rcaling s s
grandmother’s again
prevented that from happening.

“Kalla manages the winter
in his old holey, barely-
warm sweater, figuring out
for himself the best ways
to navigate the cold.”

He enjoys going to school, not least
because of his dear friend Rajdeep.
Rajdeep also, like Kalla, has a hand-
mec-down sweater, in his case it’s
one that is two sizes too large for
him.

One of the things that struck me
about the book is how it is making

several important points;
representing the rcalities of
children from marginalised

communitics that rarely make it to
the media otherwise - but
hitting you over the head with them.
We are led to understand that Kalla
and Rajdeep are from families that
are not well off without ever being
told so, a shift away from cliche

‘they are poor’. The book
avoids casually pitying, fetishising,
or romanticising such communitics

neécver

also

and lives.

We learn, for instance, that Kalla’s
family doesn’t make food at home
during the day Kalla and his siblings
cat in the school - and dinner is
made based on the day’s ecarnings.

“This gentle gesture to the
importance of the mid-day
meal in the lives and
learning of so of our
school-going children is
the kind of insight that any
tcacher, or indeed anvone
who knows what it's like to
work or study when hungry,
would appreciate.”
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/¢ The story also touches on other
S

ignificant issues. The  passing
mention of Kalla taking the family's
goats to graze further complicates
the issue of children and work,
which is frequently oversimplified
and vilified as "child labor."

This book
caring, and
between two

also depicts a deep,
nurturing connection
boys, which is
something we rarely see in our
novels and onc that all of our
vounger |and older| readers should
witness. I'd like to give this element
extra weight.

When we recad stories about young

boys, we arc most commonly left
with ‘boys will be boys’ kind of
messaging - boisterousness, anger,
playful violence, less playful
violence, how to hide or “move
beyond” fear, pain, sadness and so

on

“To sce explicitly that just
like all children and
pecople, young boys have a
deep emotional landscape
that needs exploring is
extremely valuable.”

From there, readers might draw
conclusions about the importance of
such a friendship to the concept of
learning; after all, Kalla's motivation
to attend school stems from close
friendship with another student.Like
other Muskaan publications [“School
mein seckha aur sikhaya”, "Going to
School Alone]|, the fact that this
book is written by a teacher based
on her experiences of her children

allows for an honest look at the
several hidden but real eclements
that go into a child's learning

experience.



One could argue that the image
presented is too perfect; that "real”
children would also be nasty and
unkind, would exclude Kalla and
Rajdeep in certain respects. | feel
that it is a conscious choice by the
author to focus on the other aspect
i thicse children’s emotional
journcy:

“to highlight the care and
compassion that is a/so
cver-present, and not the
incvitable crueclty and

associated shame.”

Without including spoilers to the
book, I believe it is rare to witness a
complex portrayal of empathy and
caring in media in general; to see an
honest portrayal of how it plays out
given the material conditions of
children from underprivileged
backgrounds is maybe even rarer.
Shefalee Jain's illustrations in this
book follow the narrative, adding
little nuances here and therc to
make the book a trecat for those
following the text as well as those
just enjoying the pictures.

More importantly in the cultural
context of today than maybe ever
before, the images Dbrilliantly
depict Islam in public life. Without
the narrative nceding to
mention it, the images also depict
my favourite mini-story inside the
story: Kalla's gift for Rajdeep.

Perhaps the only downside to the
story is that its nature does not
lend itself to the kind of writing
that many children are
familiar with - formulaic |or
otherwise| stories with thrilling
plots, or moments of drama
and/or comedy - and so the
presence of the adult |[teacher or
parent or librarian| to read and
reflect  with is made more
important.
